States and Canada. During the 1990s the in-
dustry grew over 75%. AANR now has nearly
50,000 individual members and nearly 270
affiliated clubs, resorts, bed & breakfasts, and
RV campgrounds. About half of these are
“landed” clubs which have their own grounds
and facilities. Others, called travel or non-
landed clubs, are comprised of groups of peo-
ple who plan trips to clubs with facilities or
hold other social events to enjoy nude recrea-
tion.
