Rooster Rock State Park:
Features one of only two State sanctioned
'Clothing Optional' areas which Pamela and
I found to be a place we will want to visit
again and again.  Hugh wrote an article in a
previous NUDESLETTER which only piqued
our interest to take a trip there ourselves. 
Unlike Sauvie Island, at Rooster Rock you
can actually 'hike' a bit!  It feels like being
free and at one with nature as you walk
along a well marked trail (albeit with a lot of
tall growth in places to really put you in the
thick of things ...).  The beach which is
supposed to be there was not there during
our visit due to the high water tables (similar
to Sauvie Island).  Pamela and I made our
trip on a recent Monday afternoon with a
hint of rain in the sky which fell on our nude
bodies.   Really - we were virtually the only
ones there.  The 'Clothing Optional' area is
located at the East end of the large parking
lot which itself seems to go on and on.  
 
 
Rooster Rock Vital stats:
Three reservable picnic shelters and two
reservable day use areas. $3 daily day-use
fee or buy a 12-month permit for $25, or a
24-month permit for $40. These 1- and 2-
year permits are good at all state park day-
use areas.
Call (503) 695-2261 or (800) 551-6949 for
information. Dogs are not allowed on all
beach areas at Rooster Rock State Park,
including Sand Island, however, the park
has a designated off-leash area for your
pet. A leash no longer than 6 feet is
required elsewhere in the park.
